Please include an artist resume / track 
record if you can. 
  
If you are accepted to participate, the booth fee is $100  -  In addition to paying for your 
booth, the fee covers all marketing expenses. If you are interested in sharing your booth with 
another artist, each artist must apply. There is a $25 booth fee for each additional artist with a 
maximum of three artists.

We ask that participants be willing to help out in some capacity to help keep this event running, 
such as the distribution and posting of our promotional materials and helping to market 
on social media.  
  
Booth information - We have 10x10 canopy spaces available as well as shaded spaces under 
the overhangs along the walkways. The veteran participants will be allowed to keep the 
locations they have used previously and new participants will be assigned to remaining spaces. 
The artist is responsible for setting up and removing his or her own booth. Electricity is not 
available. 
  
The application deadline is May 18th,  but we encourage you to turn in your application as 
early as possible.
